Paul Harris Society (PHS)

(for Rotary Clubs in Canada, the Caribbean & US)

GENERAL

1. What is the Paul Harris Society?

The Paul Harris Society (PHS) is a district administered recognition program for Rotarians and friends of The Rotary Foundation (TRF) who personally contribute US$1,000 or more to the Annual Programs Fund (including Humanitarian Grants & Educational Programs) and PolioPlus each year.  

2. What do your contributions support?

Your contributions support a wide range of humanitarian grants (ie: Matching Grants, District Simplified Grants, PolioPlus) and educational programs (ie: Group Study Exchange, Ambassadorial Scholars).   For Future Vision pilot districts your contributions support the Global grants and District grants.   

3. Who tracks membership to your district’s PHS?

Your district’s Paul Harris Society Coordinator (PHSC) tracks membership.  The Rotary Foundation does not track membership since this is a district administered recognition program.  The Contact Center is the primary contact for handling all Paul Harris Fellow (PHF) issues and can be reached at +1-866-9ROTARY (+1-866-976-8279) or email contact.center@rotary.org Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. CST.   For questions about your PHS please contact your district’s PHSC.
4. Can your spouse be recognized as a PHS member?

Your spouse or partner can become a PHS member by contributing US$1,000 or more to the Annual Programs Fund (including Humanitarian Grants & Educational Programs) and PolioPlus.   

QUALIFYING CONTRIBUTIONS

5. Can I set up automatic giving to TRF to fulfill my PHS membership?

Through TRF-Direct, Rotary’s recurring giving program, you can set up automatic contributions through your checking account, savings account and/or credit card to TRF.

6. Do contributions to the Permanent Fund qualify for PHS membership?

Contributions to the Permanent Fund are not eligible for PHS membership. 

7. Can Foundation Recognition Points be used towards PHS membership?

Foundation Recognition Points (FRPs) may not be used toward PHS membership.

8. What are the recognition items for PHS members?

The Trustees have approved the Chevron-style recognition pin as the official PHS wearable recognition item which can be purchased through Rotary International licensed vendors.

9. Do contributions which qualify for PHS membership also count towards other TRF recognition programs?  

Paul Harris Society contributions are eligible toward Rotary Foundation Sustaining Member,  Paul Harris Fellow, Multiple Paul Harris Fellow, and Major Donor recognition.

( APF per capita amount is determined by dividing the annual giving year-to-date total by the number of members listed in section C.
( Annual giving totals are shown for the past month and period indicated in section A.
E. Restricted Giving reflects contributions to specified Matching Grants, PolioPlus, etc. Contributions to restricted funds do not count toward the APF goal for the year and do not affect the APF per capita giving ratio.

F. Permanent Fund giving reflects outright contributions to the Permanent Fund. Contributions to the Permanent Fund do not count toward the APF goal for the year and do not affect the APF per capita giving ratio.

How can I use this report?   

Tracking progress toward Annual Programs Fund goal

The APF goal amount and actual contributions to date are the primary benchmarking tools on the report. Use the APF Per Capita average (shown in section D) to track how close the members of a specific club are in achieving an average US$100 contribution (Rotary Foundation Sustaining Member amount) to The Rotary Foundation.

For clubs who do not report a club goal, using the APF per capita amount becomes a tool to benchmark their contribution toward the Foundation’s worldwide APF goal. 

Cultivating support from large and noncontributing clubs

These large Rotary clubs can inspire other clubs in the district to support TRF.

To qualify for 100% Rotary Foundation Sustaining Member Club recognition, each active member of your Rotary Club needs to contribute at least US$100 or more to APF during the Rotary year. To determine whether your club qualifies for the Top Three Per Capita in APF Giving recognition, see section H, which continually updates the top three clubs as the year progresses.

How do you get Foundation recognition points?

Foundation recognition points become available 1:1 for every dollar contributed once an individual’s recognition amount (section F) reaches 1,000. Rotarians and individuals achieve PHF status by contributing US$1,000 outright, by receiving 1,000 points from others, or through a combination of cash and recognition points that totals 1,000. 

Use the Recognition and Transfer Request (102-EN) to transfer points. Members can transfer their own points, and club presidents can transfer club points.

How can I use Foundation recognition points to increase TRF contributions?    

Many Rotary clubs use a matching system to help their members achieve PHF recognition and to promote additional Foundation support. To determine whether your club is close to achieving 100% PHF status, review the recognition amounts (section F) of all Rotarians who are currently listed as active club members (indicated by a Y in section E). Calculate the amount needed to get all members to at least 1,000. Matching their contribution with Foundation recognition points may help your club reach or even surpass its APF goal as well as achieve 100% PHF recognition.


How do I promote giving to the Annual Programs Fund?  

Club presidents and club Rotary Foundation chairs can track participation in the Annual Programs Fund (APF) in section I. Noting the designation of the most recent contribution will help track progress toward TRF’s goal of Every Rotarian, Every Year (EREY) – participation of every Rotarian in supporting the APF. Use Every Rotarian, Every Year (957-EN) to promote giving to the APF.  To achieve 100% EREY recognition status for your club, each active member needs to make a contribution to APF during the current Rotary year.    

How do I promote Benefactors and Permanent Fund Support?  
Benefactors (indicated by + in section E) are individuals who have given US$1,000 or more to the Permanent Fund, or who have committed US$1,000 or more in their will to TRF.  Rotarians can become Benefactors by completing and submitting the Benefactor Commitment Card (149-EN).   

The investment earnings from the Permanent Fund are already having a significant impact in helping fund Foundation programs. Supporting the Permanent Fund is a way to leave a personal legacy with Rotary and to ensure support for Rotary’s work for future generations.

Other Major Insights

1) The power of a governor’s personal stories in making the case for more members and/ or more money was evident throughout survey responses. A governor, with a clear and cogent sense of self, was able, through personal stories, to inspire others to raise the bar in RI membership growth and in per capita giving to TRF.
2) The power of testimonials/ personal stories as motivational activities leading to higher results at club and district levels was evident.

3) The rapid pace at which about 75% of top 1% district governors moved into higher zone and international positions in RI and TRF --- coupled with the exclusion from higher Rotary positions of about 25% of the governors following their year of exceptional service --- was intriguing.

4) The great depth of personal commitment to RI and TRF on the part of these top 1% district governors was inspiring.

5) The centrality of involvement and, more specifically, the metric of “percent of involvement” were identified as key focus for increasing growth in membership in RI and growth in giving to TRF.

BACKGROUND 

 These pages are an excerpt taken from “Global Leadership in Rotary: Survey of Top 1% District Governors (1997-2005) Regarding Structures and Strategies to Achieve Exceptional Performance” presented at the Annual Meeting of the International Leadership Association, Los Angeles, CA, USA, November 13, 2008 by PDG John Jacob Zucker Gardiner (Professor of Leadership at Seattle University).  Even though the data was collected several years ago the structures and strategies are very relevant today.  We have included Foundation resources with each structure and strategy to help you increase giving to The Rotary Foundation in your area.   

Governors of Rotary International (RI) who led districts that were in the top 1% (5 of 529 districts worldwide) from 1997 to 2005 were asked to complete a survey about their districts’ exceptional results in growth of membership and giving to The Rotary Foundation (TRF). Structures and strategies for success were identified and analyzed.  The centrality of involvement and the metric of “percent of participation” were identified as key foci for encouraging growth in RI membership and in giving to TRF. Neither RI nor TRF currently emphasize the metric at the club or district levels. Doing so will propel the association and the foundation to growth in membership and giving.
