At the age of 

17, he began teaching at both the elementary and 

high school levels in Beirut before serving as a high 

school principal in Lebanon at the age of 22.  

After moving to the United States, he earned a 

doctorate in Human Development and Social  

Policy, as well as, a doctorate in Educational    

Management and Organizational Leadership.  

Garbis joined the Rotary Club of La Verne in 1981, 

served with distinction as president in 1984-1985,  

and began a long history of service to our district, 

our zone and to Rotary International.   He was
